Extension activities and additional projects are required of students enrolled in this 

course. The SC state EOCEP (End of Course Examination Program) exam counts 20% of the 

student’s final grade. To be eligible to participate in Geometry Honors following this course, you 

must attain a final average of “80” or better.

Classroom Procedures: 

 Entering the room:  Immediately find your seat, begin working on the Warm Up, and get out your 

homework to be checked. You should be seated and quiet when the bell rings. 

 Turning in homework:  Place homework on your desk when the bell rings. If you were absent, you 

may make up your homework within two days of coming back to school. 

 Taking notes: Notes will be taken every day and need to be labeled by section and kept in order. 

Copying down notes incompletely is NOT an option. 

 Late work: All late work will be penalized with a late grade (60), unless you have an excused absence.  

 Sharpening pencils and throwing away trash:  You may sharpen your pencils or throw away 

trash during class without asking as long as I am not teaching and you do so quietly. 

 When you need a pencil, piece of paper, calculator, or other materials: You should pick up your 

assigned calculator when entering EVERY DAY. Raise your hand to borrow a pencil or other material. 

Notebook paper is available on the bookshelf in the back of the room. 

 If your Chromebook is not charged: Quietly plug in your charger into one of the plug ins around 

the room. Ask me if you need to move seats to charge your Chromebook.  

 Going to the restroom: You must ask permission and get a pass from me. You may not ask during 

instruction or the first and last ten minutes of class. 

 Going to the office, nurse, guidance office, or another teacher: You must ask permission and get 

a pass from me.  

 Exiting the room (at the end of class):  I will tell you when you may pack up your materials, and I 

will dismiss you from class.  Never line up at the door.
